Assignment Title: Consulting services to assist the sue "smart city" with the technical specifications for its data center and situation center – Technical Advisor

The Tajikistan Digital Foundation Project (thereafter referred to as Project) has been approved by the Board of Directors of the World Bank on 17 December, 2024, and to be financed by the World Bank co-financed by the Government of Switzerland in the amount of US$44 million. To prepare the project, the Government has received US$3 million as a project preparation advance (PPA) out of the World Bank’s Project Preparation Facility.

The Project development objective is to expand access to and usage of selected digital public services and enhance digital skills of the population. The project consists of two main components designed to leverage digital technologies for both social objectives (i.e., inclusive access to public services) and economic objectives (job creation and economic growth), as follows: 
Component 1. Strengthening Foundations for Safe Digital Government Systems and Services;
Component 2. Enhancing Digital Skills 

State Institution "Projects implementation center for Tajikistan digital foundations" under the Executive Office of the President of the Republic of Tajikistan (PIC EOP) established by the Presidential Decree No 632 dated September 13, 2023 will be responsible for project implementation and coordination between key project implementation partners (relevant ministries, agencies, and departments). 

To support the implementation of the planned activities the EOP intends to hire an Individual Consulting services to assist the sue "smart city" with the technical specifications for its data center and situation center – Technical Advisor.
This specific assignment – Technical advisor – aims to specifically coordinate the expert team and lead the development of technical requirements for the data center infrastructure as per Uptime Institute requirements and situational center equipment required to meet operational needs of the government in the context of this project, and to ensure the coordination and integration of the contribution of the other three experts.
The Technical Advisor will manage and coordinate the activities of the Uptime Institute Expert, Infrastructure Expert, and Audio-Visual Expert throughout the project lifecycle.

· Not less than 15 years of experience in technical capacity on matters related to not only Data Centers also to various industries such as Commercial Projects, Industrial Projects, Government Projects.
· Experience in design and/or implementation of at least 2 Tier 3 tier data centers, with proven capacity to manage detailed technical solutions and offer the best options for equipping the data center to achieve the required level of reliability and availability.
· Proven familiarity (as per delivered projects) with the Uptime Institute standards
· Proven knowledge and experience with Audio/Visual Technologies, Electronic Physical Security Systems, Structured Cabling Systems, and IT Solutions
General competencies
· Deep understanding of the technical aspects of projects and the ability to translate client requirements into clear and specific technical specifications and assignments.
· Ability to analyze client requirements, determine the main goals of the project and highlight the key elements necessary for its implementation.
· Ability to structure and organize information in technical specifications and briefs so that it is understandable and easy to understand for all stakeholders.
· Competence in the use of professional terminology and language specific to the industry in which the consultant works.
· Communication and collaboration skills with various stakeholders including customers, engineers, developers, and management staff.
· Ability to consider project constraints, timelines, budget, and other factors when writing technical specifications and assignments.
· Demonstrating accuracy, clarity, and logical consistency in the writing of technical documents.
